Tomorrow’s Foundation always believes in working with the government. It does not want to run parallel system. Besides School Project T.F. has now started working in Adult Education Project jointly with collaboration with Kolkata Municipal Corporation at DTMS building. So on 30th August the Adult Education Project jointly in collaboration with Kolkata Municipal Corporation is inaugurated. It will operate 4 days a week from 3pm. to 6 pm. 
 30 illiterate adults & parents are involved.

T.F’s Card Project has got some new resources to develop it more self sufficiently.

On July 11th, CLPOA invited us in a meeting on Child Friendly Initiative. 

Swapna Banerjee took part from our side. 

Brother Brendon Mackerthiegh , the Director of Serve, invite a new education system to enrich the students. A training program was arranged in which Debashis Ghosh & Nupur Banerjee have taken part. 

T.F. takes up a plan to have its own Child Protection Policy which is very important for NGO’s like us. A team is formed in which Avijit, Arpan & Ashis are the members.
