REPORT FOR MARCH & APRIL 2006 

FROM ADMINISTRATIVE DESK

March & April can be called as the months of examination. Annual examinations at Dharmadas Trust Model School and other formal schools, Madhyamik (school final 10+) & Higher Secondary Examinations(High School 10+ 2 final ) along with Graduation level examinations( College 10+2+2/3) are held during this period.

8 students appeared for Higher Secondary Examination conducted by West Bengal Council of Higher Secondary Education started from 17th March 2006.

Sudip Mondol our medical student passed his 2nd year examination in M.B.B.S. Examination conducted by West Bengal University of Health Services- March – 2006.

94% of the students for whom we care appeared for annual examinations from D.T.M.S.(Joint Education Project With Kolkata Corporation) & other formal schools. 

The work of MAC Project is progressing steadily. A building is already selected for the process. 

T.F. along with 33 other N.G.O.’s, organize a Community Fare for the children under a project with CLPOA ( NGO networking body of Kolkata) & UNICEF. 

On 26th March Kolkata Customs organize a musical show for the deprived children. 30 children from T.F. had taken part. D.C. Customs, Paramjeet Kaur Bhattacharya organized the show. Guru Baux Singh, the ex Indian Hockey captain was the chief guest.

On 24th March, Reach India organizes an ANNUAL meeting upon whole year’s work with the N.G.O’s implementing Reach Project. Ashis Roy along with Avijit and Sheela attended the meeting. 

T.F. has organized Sports Day for Reach Centers Students at Anandapur near the Administrative office. 

T.F. has under taken a programme (through CLPOA AND UNICEF –DELHI) to issue Birth Certificates to 869 deprived children within its working area.

On March 6th Anita Banerjee went to Borough (xii) office to request the chairman to change the road in front of the office from kaccha to pucca ie. unprepared to metaled road. T.F. is grateful to the Borough Chairman that the work has been promptly undertaken and is in the process.

On 23rd April Rachel Gross visited us from France. She takes a lot of interest in social works & we hope that she will be one of our resource person. 

Simona, Selene & her daughter Ludovic came from Italy to see our projects for the second time. They visited the school project and talked with the children. T.F. members were pleased to meet them. They always extend their helping hand for the cause of T.F. 

On 8th March Child Line (24 Parganas) organized a NICP workshop for police personnel at Diamond Harbour. Mr. Ashis Roy was invited to deliver lecture on Violation of Child Right & Remedies there.

Steven Sewell worked as Project Consultant for the month of April only.

T.F. has got a wonderful volunteer named Erwann Kutty from France. He is a student from Aide Universitaire, batch -2004, who helped to color and furnish the Half Way Home. He worked with us for 15 days & attracted everybody’s attention by his pleasing attitude. 

There are some inclusions in T.F. Swapan Banerjee has taken charge as Drama teacher in place of Avik Banerjee.

Munmun Dey (science) & Tapati Chatterjee for class III, are two new teachers for the evening tutorial. Santwana Saha, Avik Banerjee joined as support teacher for vocational training, trade based education centre which we are running at Kalighat and Tangra area. 

“Children Council” is formed. It is elected by the students from class-6 to class-12. Its president is Ranajit Pramanik a Higher Secondary appeared student , vice-president is Anil Tanti. Amit Roy is the secretary & Munmun Paul is the vice –president. 

SPECIAL NEWS:

On the eastern fringes of Kolkata, at Dhapa, the dumping ground of Kolkata’s garbages, there is a land slide in which about 40 to 50 families were affected. Those families were residing in their shanties over a huge dump of wastes accumulated over years. Tomorrow’s Foundation along with “Tangra Moitree” (N.G.O.) rushed emergency supplies to those people. T.F. took care of the community cooking. The local people insisted to be provided with rations only so they can have their own meals. After about 7 days Kolkata Corporation took care of the whole situation.

All the hostels were visited to get the up-to-date information of the children for the computerized profile. We were in touch with the hostel authorities for the dates of their annual examinations. The selection process for the hostel has started in March- April. To make the guardians dutiful towards the cause of education for their children, we arrange a guardian meting on 16th March and ask the parents to contribute Rs 100/ for every month. Most of them agree with us. 

Sunita Das returned to her hostel after a yearlong illness. 

We have taken a reintrigation policy to bring back the older students from the hostels to their homes so that they can study at homes. 

Suddenly the Samparc Hostel was closed down without notice & the authority sent all the wards to their homes. When we protested, they send the children to a new hostel at Pather Pratima near Diamond Harbour. The respected guardians were taken there and they are happy about the arrangement. 

We placed a new boy at Parivaar referred by Dr. Ashoke (member of MILT FOUNDATION). 

We are working on the cards, as they will be sent to France. We have finished our job by April. 

Mr. Pingaliu sent questions for Asha Sponsorship Programme. We answered them. 

Two  profiles of two children were sent to him. 

Ms. Indrani Chakraborty of Asha has visited our project on 28. 4. 06. She said that she will keep in touch with us. 

Snehalaya Hostel requested us to keep 9 hostel children at our Half way Home for 2 months. 

Anil Tanti left HWH after his Higher Secondary Examination after1 year of staying.

2. Astom Das- He fractured his right thumb during a lunch session he on the path of recovery.

3. Mongol Biswas – He is a student of class 2 , identified with night blindness. He is taking vit-A on the advice of Dr. Swagata Panja of Sishu Sadan. He has to continue for 6 months. 

4. Suparna Tanti – She accidentally burnt her abdomen while bringing tea for her neighbour. Hot tea spilled over her belly. We found her in that state during home visit and her parents are casual about that. We took her to the Chetla Urban Health Centre & detected with 60% burn injury. 

On 20.4.06, 7 students were taken to the Chetla Urban Health Centre for routine check-up.

First-aid was provided to 15 students on April.

Few Special  CASE REPORTS: 

The names of the children are withheld due to obvious reasons (under Child Protection Policy) .

A girl of class 5, is noticed of a tendency to sleep in the class occasionally. Her response is below usual. It is found that her father when returned home late at night, looked upon her as his mistress and try to abuse her occasionally. Her mother works as an untrained nurse at night. We taught her some protection techniques, her mother talks with the father & now the situation is improving.

Mother of a class-6 girl recently married to another person. The stepfather is rude towards the child the girl feels she may be abused. The mother spoke to the stepfather & the situation is improving.

A boy of class 9 want to leave his studies, as he cannot match his elder sister in studies who too is a student of us in class-12. He sits for the annual examination and faired well. Now his confidence level boosts up & he is again motivated. 

A girl of class-6 has other sisters and brothers. She feels neglected & go to live in maternal uncle’s house. She was counseled to be positive about life. 

A boy of class-9 who lost his mother lives a near solitary life as his father was out for work. He becomes aggressive, disobedient & argumentative in nature. He is counseled.

A boy of class (Sanjib Adhikary) leaves his study. He becomes a near dropout candidate. Our counseling team is trying to bring him back. 

A girl of class-6 falls in love with a boy of class –7. They are talked to & now under observation.

A girl of class –6 is very irregular in the class. She is counseled for that. 

A girl of class- 9 is disturbed in attitude & become aggressive in nature. Ashis Roy talked to her on that. 

A boy of class-3 has dropout tendency. He is also counseled. 

A girl of class-9 did not appear in her annual examination. She used to complain about the teachers and about the class. Ashis Roy talked to her on that. 

A boy of class –4, knows his big brother’s bad habits of puffing cigarettes. The brother talked about these to their mother but she also has other problems. The counseling team talked to them. 

A boy of class –7 has lost his father and become irregular in studies. The counseling team advises him.

A boy of class-5 is of attention seeking attitude. Ashis Roy talked with him. 

Two boys of class 6 & 5 planned to go to Nagpur for a catering work. One of our teachers got the information and they are deterred from doing so & brought back to school (counseling done by Sangita Dey and Shela Chatterjee).
